
GMMTA Auditions Information for Parents and Students

GMMTA desires to promote fairness to all students and teachers involved in our local competition.  Therefore, in order to greatly facilitate the mechanics of participation in the GMMTA auditions, the following rules and guidelines are to be followed by all Teachers, Parents, and Students participating. 

*Grades 2-12 may participate in Auditions.

*The Pre-college Piano enrollment form needed is on pg. 46 in the 2008-2009 GMTA Handbook.

*Teachers  entering 2nd and 3rd graders  will write the grade at the top left hand corner of the form.

*Each student will play two memorized pieces ( 1 piece form the Baroque /Classical repertoire and  1 piece from the Romantic / Contemporary repertoire).

*These pieces will be performed from memory.

*Greater Marietta Music Teachers, Inc. follows the same time limit guidelines that are listed in the Georgia Music Teachers Association Handbook. (pgs. 39 & 40/Audition Time Limits).  Teachers, Parents, & Students must understand that the Judge has option to stop the student when the maximum time has expired.

*It is the responsibility if the students to provide music for judges with all measures numbered and pages marked.

*Any student (including accompanists) presenting copies other than publishers printed edition will be disqualified and will not be heard by the judge.

*Students are required to check in at the registration desk at least 20 minutes before performance time and must be outside the judge’s door 5 minutes before performance time.

*Students are encouraged to warm up at home, as practice rooms cannot be guaranteed available.  If a practice room is open, it will be permitted only at the monitor’s discretion, as time allows.

*Teachers and Parents will both sign the agreement form for Auditions Rules and Guidelines. This agreement form must be included in enrollment materials in order to participate in auditions.

*All enrollment materials/fees must be mailed to the Auditions chair by the postmarked date for that year of auditions, or given to the chair at the final meeting before the deadline.  Enrollment that is not turned in by the deadline or left anywhere else will not be accepted. 

*Teachers  are required to have students participate in Solo Festival in order to participate in Auditions. Solo Festival is for all ages and all levels, including special needs students. There are no repertoire requirements, and memorization is not required. The student will play two pieces.  

*Teachers are required to help in some way at Solo Festival (monitor, food, etc.). If the Teacher is unable to help, he/she is required to have someone fill in for them. 

*Teachers, Parents, or Students will not be permitted to stand next to the judging room to hear students, nor will they be permitted in any area designated off limits by the Audition Chair.

*Teachers and Judges only are allowed in the kitchen.

*During the Audition day, Teachers, Parents, or Students are not at any time to approach the Auditions chair, monitors, or judge regarding viewing Judges Sheets, or speaking to a judge about any decision regarding Scholarships, Winners, or Medals.  This conduct is not professional, and it will be at the discretion of the chair to turn the teacher over to the Executive Board for possible disqualification. The final decision will be up to the Executive Board.

*We are hoping to be able to have the judge’s sheets available for each teacher by the end of the Audition Day.  It will be up to the discretion of the Auditions chair to determine whether this is possible.

*Certificates will be given to the teachers at the Winners Recital. 

*At the end of the audition day, each teacher must present the Auditions Chair with two of his/her personal checks for State auditions.  (One check for the total number of students going to State and one check for the Teacher fee for State).   This must be presented to the Audition Chair before leaving the building on audition day, otherwise students will not be permitted to continue to State.  Checks can no longer be mailed after Auditions or placed in the mailbox of the Auditions Chair.

*Winners are encouraged to participate in the Annual Winners Recital. 

*Students will play one piece that will be designated on the Judge ‘s Sheet and the enrollment form.

*Repertoire changes are not allowed.  

*The Winners Recital is to acknowledge the hard work of all students and teachers.  Teachers will no longer be permitted to go to the stage to adjust bench, platforms, or provide cushions for their students.  This is obtrusive, disruptive, and causes unnecessary delays in the program.  There will be a person appointed by the Auditions Chair to help with this matter.

*Teachers, Parents, and other students are expected be respectful of other teachers and students by conducting themselves in a quiet reserved manner at the Winners Recital.

*Teachers in violation of any of the above rules are subject to the Executive Board of Greater Marietta Music Teachers Inc., which may result in a one year probation from all adjudicated functions sponsored by  Greater Marietta Music Teachers Association, Inc.  It is our goal as a group to encourage piano study, and a professional  and respectful attitude toward our colleagues and their students, and to promote growth and success among our students.  We ask that Teachers , Parents, and Students keep this thought in mind.  We hope for another successful  Audition season in the months to come.
